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The first cycle of Computer Classes level one started on January 12 at Jose
Arciga Apartments, residents from Elm Park, Willow Park and Jose Arciga
attended these classes. 80% of the students had never used a computer before,
only 20% had used one at home.

In this class the students learned the basic terminology of computer parts and
how to turn it on; the use of the mouse with an online program called
“mousercise” which helps the students became familiar with the mouse
functions.

The students also learned basic typing skills, word processing, web surfing and
each one created their own e-mail address. They also learned how to use
Google to search for information and images to create a flyer.
